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STAGE 1:  
Only the nipple is higher than the general level of the chest wall in this area, as in a child.
STAGE 2:  
There is an elevation of the areola, which is the colored area around the nipple. The areola is larger than in childhood and fairly hard tissue can be felt deep to it.

STAGE 3:  
There is further enlargement of the breast and the areola, without any separation of their contours. The breast is now clearly feminine in appearance.

STAGE 4:
The nipple and the areola project from the general level of the breast to form a mound.

STAGE 5:  
The breast is now adult. The nipple projects from the general contour but the areola does not. The areola is markedly colored.
