This methodological emphasis is intended to prepare students in successfully conducting their dissertation research. In doing so, students are encouraged (but not required) to complete either the quantitative or qualitative methodological design certificate. The additional courses required for these certificates should be included in the “Area of Specialization” section of the program of study above or on the next page. 
For the quantitative certificate, the additional courses include HDFS 8730 (Quantitative Analysis in HDFS II), HDFS 8840 (Multilevel and Growth Curve Modeling for Family and Social Sciences), and at least two of the following HDFS courses: 8850 (Categorical and Dyadic Data Analysis and Mixture Modeling for Family and Social Sciences), 8860 (Advanced Longitudinal Data Analysis for Family and Social Sciences), and 8870 (Meta-Analysis for Family and Social Sciences). (15 total credit hours)
