This student must demonstrate talent and enthusiasm for the profession. Applicants shall write a brief essay about why they are attracted to this profession, and what they aspire to achieve through their career.
· Karent Tinsley Scholarship: This scholarship is for a rising senior majoring in Housing Management and Policy; a master's student in Housing Management and Policy or Community Development; PhD student in Housing Management and Policy. B average or higher. First preference to student from Georgia. Student must submit a 2-3 paragraph essay, demonstrating/explaining their commitment to affordable housing and communities.
