Documentation of Programmatic Accomplishments

Summary:	The candidate has increased the visibility of UGA Extension through quality programming, curriculum development, research, scholarly work, presentations, collaborations, social media, and marketing efforts. She has been actively involved in professional development opportunities, served in multiple state leadership roles for organizations promoting her profession and developed staff, interns, and other agents. She has received a total of 125 awards for her programming, curricula, and research (24 National, 28 Southern Region, 66 State, and 7 District). Due to her expertise, she has been invited to present at 2 International, 18 National, 32 State, and 320 district and regional trainings, conferences and events.

HIGHLIGHTED FACS PROGRAMMING ACCOMPLISHMENTS:
The candidate is recognized as an international and/or national leader in the following FACS issue areas:
1) EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS – The candidate is part of a statewide effort to implement a small team’s approach to enhance UGA Extension’s capacity to respond to natural disasters and emergencies impacting Georgia to help our staff be prepared and available when our colleagues, counties, and communities need us most. Ms. Moore serves as Co-Principle Investigator on UGA Extension’s second Emergency Preparedness Grant from USDA NIFA ($150,000 in grant funds). She has served as the Southeast District Emergency Preparedness Team Leader since 2021 and has been invited to conduct 3 international presentations and 4 national presentations about UGA’s Disaster Preparedness Response.  She is a member of the National Extension Disaster Education Network where she currently serves as the Vice Chair for the FCS Committee.  She served as a planning team member for the national EDEN Conference hosted in Savannah, GA in September of 2023.
Contribution to the Body of Knowledge – Candidate is co-author of 4 posters (Strengthening Extension’s Capacity for Emergency Response; UGA Southeast District Extension’s Emergency Preparedness Response; Emergency Preparedness: Plant Hatch Poster; and UGA Extension’s Emergency Preparedness Response) that have been presented at the district, state, and national levels. She has been invited to present 3 international, 4 national, 3 state, and 2 district concurrent sessions and presentations. She co-trained 33 County Extension Coordinators on how to complete Continuity of Operations Plans to implement in the event of an emergency, and she planned and coordinated a week long Community Emergency Response Team and First Aid and CPR training for SED Emergency Preparedness Team Members. Ms. Moore was also selected to receive a drone with specialized training to use to document agricultural and structural damage in the event of emergencies.
Impact – Ms. Moore has impacted over 2,172 participants and Extension Professionals with her programming efforts. She has collaborated with USDA NIFA, FEMA, GEMA, CEMA, the GA Department of Agriculture, University of Florida, the Department of Public Health, and the Extension Disaster Education Network. A member of the SED Emergency Preparedness Team utilized his CPR and First Aid training a week later and was able to save an individual’s life after he went into cardiac arrest.
2) [bookmark: _GoBack]STRONG AND HEALTHY FAMILIES – Since the beginning of her career with UGA Extension, the candidate has focused on building strong and healthy families. There are 529 children in foster care in DFCS region 9 and 94 from Laurens County alone. Each foster parent requires 15 credit hours of training every year. Since 2021, she has taught over 65 foster parent trainings to 100 foster parents in 18 counties with an average of 45 parents attending each training resulting in over 2,925 contact hours.  Child Care providers in Georgia require ten state-accepted training hours each year. Since 2007, Ms. Moore has conducted over 150 classes for hundreds of child care providers in a 17 county area, and she has presented 3 national presentations related to a 3-lesson curriculum that she co-authored. 
Contribution to the Body of Knowledge – Candidate is co-author of the Child Care Basic Core Curriculum consisting of three lessons – Injury Prevention, Infectious Diseases, and There’s No Excuse for Child Abuse.  This curriculum is available for download on the UGA Extension FACS Agent internal website. Ms. Moore also co-authored 3 posters (Injury Prevention; Infectious Diseases; and There’s No Excuse for Child Abuse) that have been presented at the district, state, and national levels. She has presented 3 national, 6 state, and 93 district concurrent sessions and presentations related to this issue.  Because of her national reputation as an expert, Ms. Moore was invited to pilot test several national curricula including Literacy in the Early Childhood Classroom (University of Nevada Extension) and Block Party (University of Wisconsin and Purdue Extension). Ms. Moore also served as an editorial reviewer for UN Extension Specialist Dr. Teresa Byington’s book, Lose the Lecture: Engaging Approaches to Early Childhood Professional Learning.
Impact – 100% of foster parents evaluated agreed that they had learned vital information about parenting young children and teens. Ms. Moore’s classes have saved DFCS Region 9 over $29,000 in registration fees and foster parents have saved over $58,000 on gas and wear and tear on their vehicles by participating in these free virtual training opportunities. Child Care Providers have received over 7,000 educational contact hours and saved over $36,000 in registration fees. Ms. Moore has impacted over 2,043 participants and Extension Professionals with her programming efforts. She has collaborated with DFCS Region 9, University of Nevada Extension, University of Wisconsin Extension, Purdue Extension, Heart of Georgia Healthy Start Coalition, Child Care Resource and Referral of Southeast Georgia, and the UGA College of FACS.  She has won 11 state, 11 southern region, and 7 national awards in this issue area.
3) CHRONIC DISEASE PREVENTION – 40% of adults in Laurens County are obese and 37% report no leisure time physical activity – leaving them susceptible to a host of preventable chronic diseases. Household clutter has been proven to be detrimental to mental health and the associated mold and mildew can contribute to chronic diseases like asthma.  In response, the candidate participated in southeast district FACS’s Healthy Georgia Wellness Curriculum (HGWC), became a certified Lifestyle Coach for the Center for Disease Control’s Prevent T2 curriculum, and collaborated with specialists and agents from UGA Extension and Mississippi State Extension to create two curricula related to dealing with household clutter to prevent mold, falls, and related chronic health conditions. The candidate has been invited to conduct 2 international, 7 national, 5 state, and 50 district presentations related to the FIND: Dealing with Household Clutter curriculum and associated projects, Prevent T2 and SED’s HGWC. 
Contribution to the Body of Knowledge – Candidate is co-author of the Healthy Georgia Wellness Curriculum and is lead author of 3 of the 15 lessons – SMART Goals, Food Safety Begins at Home, and Health and Wellness Apps.  Ms. Moore is also lead-author of the UGA FACS Publication Healthy Homes: Dealing with Household Clutter, the FIND: Focusing on Important Necessities in Your Dwelling curriculum, and the Right Sizing: Dealing with Sentimental Clutter curriculum.  The candidate is co-author of 4 posters that have been presented at the district, state, and national levels. She has presented 7 national, 5 state, and 50 district concurrent sessions and presentations.
Impact – Ms. Moore has impacted over 1,944 participants and Extension Professionals with her programming efforts. She has collaborated with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Emory University Rollins School of Public Health, UGA Colleges of FACS and Education, and Mississippi State University Extension. She has won 3 district, 12 state, 10 southern region, and 9 national awards in this issue area.
4) NUTRITION – Georgia ranks 31st among 50 states based on health indicators like nutrition and physical activity and 25% of Laurens County residents live in poverty. In response, the Laurens County Area EFNEP team has reached over 4,500 participants with nutrition education in twelve years. 1,907 participants attended enough sessions (minimum of 6) to graduate and the majority improved their diet quality. The candidate has worked with community collaborators who donated over 1,800 hours of their time valued at $60,000 in in-kind contributions, and approximately $680,000 in USDA/NIFA federal funds have been administered to conduct EFNEP program delivery. Recent studies indicate that for every $1 spent on EFNEP, $10.64 will be saved on future healthcare costs. This means that the approximate $680,000 spent in Laurens County resulted in over $7.2 million in healthcare cost savings.  Ms. Moore has participated in several research studies with EFNEP including Project DINE in partnership with Morehouse School of Medicine and the Healthy Start Coalition and has conducted 5 national presentations related to UGA EFNEP. 
Contribution to the Body of Knowledge – Candidate is co-author of 4 posters (UGA Extension EFNEP Retention Study, EFNEP Marketing),  that have been presented at the district, state, and national levels. She has presented 5 national concurrent sessions and presentations, and she has participated in two EFNEP research projects and a SNAP-Ed research project.
Impact – Ms. Moore has impacted over 4,500 participants and hundreds of Extension Professionals with her EFNEP programming efforts. She has collaborated with Morehouse School of Medicine, the SNAP-Ed Program, and multiple local agencies. She has won 9 state, 4 southern region, and 4 national awards in this issue area.  
5) FOOD SAFETY – Foodborne illness is a significant and preventable public health challenge resulting in millions of illnesses each year. Laurens County alone has over 90 food service establishments.  Ms. Moore has been a certified ServSafe Manager and Food Handler Instructor and Proctor through the National Restaurant Association since 2012. The candidate has been invited to conduct 1 international and 1 national poster presentation entitled Safe Food Saves Lives at the National Consumer Food Safety Education Conference in Washington, DC in 2023 and IFHE in Galway, Ireland in June 2024. 
Contribution to the Body of Knowledge – Candidate is co-author of 1 poster that has been presented at the district, state, and national levels on this topic. She has presented 1 national, 3 state, and 49 district concurrent sessions and presentations.  Ms. Moore has co-taught 49 ServSafe Manager classes to 338 food handlers in three districts with 76% achieving certification. In addition, she has co-taught 10 ServSafe Food Handler classes to over 135 high school students with 94% receiving certification.
Impact – Ms. Moore has impacted over 3,000 participants and Extension Professionals with her programming efforts. She has collaborated with multiple FACS Agents from southeast, southwest, and northwest districts and state specialists, and she has won 2 state awards in this issue area.  Attendees of Ms. Moore’s classes have saved over $17,000 in registration fees (UGA Extension charges $135 less per person than competitors).
