	C. Communication and Clarity
1 – Description of concepts and activity instructions were difficult to understand/hard to follow. Facilitator(s) seemed confused by the material. Examples were unhelpful or inappropriate. Did not consistently respond well to participants’ needs, questions, or comments.
3 – Description of concepts and activity instructions were clear and effective. Facilitator(s) appeared familiar with the material. Appropriate examples to illustrate concepts were shared. They often responded appropriately to the participants’ needs, questions, or comments.
5 – Description of concepts and activity instructions were exceptionally clear. Facilitator(s) understood the material. They used excellent examples that drew participants in and helped them understand the material better. 	D. Session Organization
1 – The presentation was disorganized. Facilitator(s) were not set up prior to participants arriving. There were long periods of “dead air” while the facilitator(s) worked to get material together. Multiple activities were abbreviated. Presentation did not end on time.
3 – Presentation was well organized. Facilitator(s) set up the room prior to participants arriving. Videos and music were queued and ready before they were needed. Presentation began and ended on time.
5 – Presentation was exceptionally well organized. Facilitator(s) had the room set up and were ready to begin when participants arrived. Potential problems were anticipated ahead of time and solved without difficulty. Transitions between media, presentation, and activities were seamless. Presentation began and ended on time.
	
	

	E. Discussion Management
1 – Facilitator(s) engaged in “power struggles” with participants and/or responded negatively to comments or questions. Facilitator’s failed to validate participants experiences where needed. Discussions were off-topic/inappropriate and dominated the presentation.
3 – Facilitator(s) responded to participants appropriately and encouraged participant engagement. Facilitator(s) modeled effective communication skills from the curriculum. Facilitator(s) kept attempted to keep conversations on-topic. 
5 – Facilitator(s) responded to participants in a respectful and honoring manner. Facilitator(s) modeled effective communication skills from the curriculum. Facilitator(s) skillfully wove discussion into the presentation. Discussions were treated as assets to the presentation, rather than distractions. 	F. Team Facilitation Skills
1 – Facilitators did not appear to work well together. Interactions were characterized by a “power struggle”. Team members were not paying attention to the presentation or failed to assist when needed. 
3 – Facilitators worked well together and supported each other. All team members were alert and engaged in the presentation. When needed, team members stepped in to help the main facilitator.
